Adopt-a-Giving-Garden-Bed

· A person or group to adopt-a-bed. When you adopt a bed, you may choose either a bed that has been planted by the kids from the Growing to Give Program or one that you maintain from beginning to end.

· Plant, Mulch, Weed, Water, Harvest and Fall Clean up.

· Plants / seeds are provided to you.  

· Hoses, water, organic pest management materials and fertilizer are available.

Growing to Give

· Growing to Give program consists of about 400 children who grow their own plants in school and then come in the spring to plant.  

· Role of the volunteer is preparing the soil, supervising the kids, and then maintaining the beds.

· Approx 20-25 beds to divide amongst volunteers.  

Special Projects

Volunteering for Special Projects does not mean you are volunteering for ALL of the following.  Such projects arise throughout the season and you may choose to assist.

· Projects that involve manure/fertilizer, wood chips or moving of top soil.

· Assist with large group events.

· Picking up manure from our farmers

· Water, weed, harvest.  There may be times where we have abundance and need extra help.

Special Needs Kids

We have some special need kids who show up for about 1 hour at a time. The number of times during the week varies with the weather and participants. They are always accompanied by teachers.  We need people to help coordinate and supervise activities such as watering, moving soil, moving wood chips, etc.  

Volunteer Recruiters

Anyone who wishes to actively recruit volunteers.

Events

· Someone to lead snack/picnic and Garden days.  Potluck. Everyone brings a dish or some beverages, snacks. People come to garden, and can socialize and snack under the gazebo.
